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PRE-INSTALLATION RECOMMENDATOINS

Conduct a "Bench Test"

Gamber-Johnson strongly advises a "bench test" be conducted to verify all electronic and
software issues are resolved prior to installation:

1. Make sure the computer is operational by itself.

2. Insert computer into the docking station and verify that the computer is
operating in the dock.

3. Interconnect entire assembly and verify start-up of all components, including
other equipment (printers, modems, scanners, etc.)

Gamber-Johnson recommends positioning of all mounts and equipment in the vehicle
prior to the actual install to verify that mounting locations are safe and practical.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION FOR INSTALLERS

1. Open the top cover.

2. Center the computer above the guide
pins.

3. Lower the computer onto the guide pins.

4. Close the tOP cover and secure the unit
with both draw latches.

5. (Optional) The key lock can now be used
for security purposes.

TO UNDOCK THE COMPUTER
1. Unlock if locked.

2. Open the draw latches and raise the
top cover.

3. Lift the computer upward off the guide
pins then pull outward from the docking
station.
