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DOCKING AND UNDOCKING THE COMPUTER

TO DOCK THE COMPUTER
1. Ensure the Dock is in the UNLATCHED position.

2. Insert the front of the computer into the front silver Hooks of the dock.

3. Rotate the rear of the computer onto the dock, squeeze on both corners, overcoming the
resistance until the Indicators on the back of the dock recess to the "Latched" position. There
will also be an audible confirmation as the latch system springs downward.

4.  With the dock in the "Latched" position, turn the lock to the "LOCKED" position (Counter
Clockwise).

1. Turn the lock to the "UNLOCKED" position (Clockwise).

2. Push blue Release Button until the computer springs upward. There will be an audible
recognition as well. At this point, the computer is free to be removed.

3. Remove the computer by pulling it away from the dock.

to the recomended torque.
