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Conduct a "Bench Test”

Gamber-Johnson strongly advises a "bench test" be conducted to verify all electronic and software 
issues are resolved prior to installation:

Before Installation: 
 Make sure the computer is operational by itself.
 Insert computer into the docking station and verify that the computer is operating in the docking station.
 Interconnect entire assembly and verify start-up of all components, including other equipment (printers, 

modems, scanners, etc.)

Gamber-Johnson recommends positioning of all mounts and equipment in the vehicle prior to the actual install to 
verify that mounting locations are safe and practical.

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1. A mount with a VESA 75 pattern is required to mount the docking station using the ¼”-20 inserts on the bottom 
of the docking station. 

2. Attach the docking station to the selected mount using the ¼-20” hardware from the 7120-0413 Hardware Bag.

1. Insert laptop into front hooks as shown. (Figure 1 and Figure 2)
2. Lower rear of laptop onto connector then press rear of laptop into the docking station until latched.

3. The release handle should show DOCKED. (Figure 4 and Figure 5)
4. (Optional) Turn lock 90 degrees to the lock position (CCW) to secure the laptop in docking station.

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Operation: Un-Docking 
1. Unlock the docking station if previously locked. Turn lock 90 degrees to the unlocked position. (CW).
2. Push inward on the latch release handle until the rear hooks disengage from the laptop. (Figure 1)
3. Lift the rear of the laptop up from the docking station and then out from the front hooks. (Figure 2)
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SCREEN SUPPORT INSTALLATION
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A screen support is recommended on all laptop docking stations/cradles in high-vibration 
environments.

1. In order to prevent electronic shorts, always disconnect power and devices from the docking station 
before cleaning.

2. Use compressed air to blow any excess dust from connector area. Use an anti-static brush to gently 
brush away dirt from connector area. 

3. If the docking station has caked on dirt/dust, use Electronics Cleaner and an ESD Swab to gently clean 
connector. Always disconnect power and devices from docking station when using electronics 
cleaner to prevent shorts. 

4. The body of the docking station may be cleaned with a soft cleaning cloth dampened slightly with 
Isopropyl Alcohol solution. Use caution to not contact the electrical connector or any other electronic 
connections. Do not use other chemicals or abrasives.

5. Let the docking station dry completely before reconnecting power and devices.
